After 10 years of service, Donna 
Rinehart-Keever will retire as
Allied Arts president and CEO on 
June 30.  During her distinguished 
tenure, she ushered in 
a historic era for the 
organization.  She helped 
lead the growth of Allied 
Arts from seven member 
agencies to its current 
membership of 20 Central 
Oklahoma arts agencies.  
In addition, under her 
leadership, the Allied Arts 
annual campaign has 
grown from $1.1 million 
in 1999 to more than 
$2.8 million last year. 

“There are not enough ways to say 
thank you for the opportunities for 
professional and personal development 
during my time with Allied Arts,” 
said Rinehart-Keever. “Even in my 

retirement, I will remain committed 
to the success of Allied Arts and the 
continued revitalization of our great 
city through a vibrant, dynamic arts 

and cultural community.” 

After a national search 
to þnd her replacement, 
Deborah McAuliffe 
Senner will succeed 
Donna effective July 1.  
Senner has served Allied 
Arts for the past seven 
years, most recently as 
vice president.
